CHRISTOPHER. And | am going to find out who really killed Wellington and
make it a project. Even though Father told me not to.

SIOBHAN. Did he?

CHRISTOPHER. Yes.

SIOBHAN. | see.

CHRISTOPHER. | don't always do what I'm told.

SIOBHAN. Why?

CHRISTOPHER. Because when people tell you what to do it is usually confusing

and does not make sense. For example, people often say "Be quiet" but they

don't tell you how long to be quiet for.

SIOBHAN. No. Why did your father tell you not to try to find out who killed
Wellington?

CHRISTOPHER. | don't know.
